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Daniella Tilbury is Professor of Sustainability, at the University of Gloucestershire, UK and has corporate and academic portfolios. She is responsible for sustainability performance across the University.  She oversees its new International Research Institute in Sustainability (IRIS) and its recently established United Nations University Regional Centre of Expertise in Education for Sustainability (ESD).

Daniella has an international reputation in area of ESD with a focus on global education and intercultural understanding. She has also an extensive portfolio of consultancy work in ESD having attracted over 4 million pounds from funding sources such as European Union, United Nations, World Conservation Union (IUCN), World Wide Fund for Nature (WWF), British Council, Korean Centre for Education in Intercultural Understanding and several government agencies.  
Daniella undertook her doctoral study at the University of Cambridge in the early 1990s looked at institutional and curriculum development in ESD within Higher Education. She has previously held academic positions at the University of Wales, Swansea, University of Hong Kong and Macquarie University in Australia. Citation indexes suggest that her first published paper (EER 1995) is still one of the most cited papers in Education for Sustainable Development in the UK and overseas.

Daniella was the Founding Director (2003-07) of the Australian Research Institute in Education for Sustainability (ARIES) which was established with funding from the Australian Government ($6 million). Independent evaluations have confirmed that ARIES projects have assisted with reframing policy and practice across higher education sector in Australia. She was a member of the Australian Vice Chancellors Committee on Sustainable Development which developed a national statement in Education for Sustainable Development for Higher Education and Australian Government Fellow in Global Citizenship Education.

Daniella is the Chair of the UN's Global Monitoring and Evaluation Expert's Group which advises on the assessment of global progress in ESD. She led the UNESCO-IUCN Asia Pacific Indicators Project in ESD (2004-07) and was the IUCN Global Chair in Education for Sustainability (2000-2005). She has also acted as an expert informant to the Australian Parliament and the NZ Parliamentary Commissioner for the Environment on matters of ESD. She is also a member of UNESCO UK National Commission's Working Group on Indicators in ESD.
Daniella has over 100 books and refereed articles and has given keynote addresses in conferences held in Africa, Asia, America and Latin America, Europe and Oceania. Most significantly, she was a keynote speaker at the UN's World Summit on Sustainable Development held in Johannesburg in 2002.
