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HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY STATEMENT

It is the policy of the University to ensure, so far as is reasonably practicable, the health, safety and welfare at work of all staff, students and visitors to University buildings and precincts in accordance with relevant legislation and codes of practice.

With regard to these it is the University policy to : 

· Improve health, safety and welfare at work provision to the benefit of the University and all who use its premises.

· Provide and maintain equipment and systems of work that are safe and without risks to health;

· Make arrangements for safe and risk free conditions during the use, handling, storage and transport of articles and substances;

· Provide information, instruction, training and supervision as necessary to ensure the health and safety of all staff, students and visitors.

· Maintain any place of work under its control in a condition that is safe and without risks to health and to provide and maintain means of access to and egress from it that are safe and without risk.

· Provide and maintain a working environment for all staff, students and visitors that is safe and without risks to health, and to provide and maintain adequate facilities and arrangements for their welfare.

· Co-operate in safety matters with other employers located on University premises.

· Require the use of protective clothing and equipment as necessary to ensure the health and safety of its staff and students.

· Encourage staff to develop and maintain high standards of safety within teaching and research, adding to the student experience and allowing students to leave the University with an attitude of mind, which accepts good safety practice as normal.

I believe that an excellent organisation is by definition a safe organisation. As the University is committed to excellence in teaching and learning, research and innovation and all related activities it follows that the minimisation of health and safety risks to those who study, work and visit here is inseparable from all other University aims and objectives. It is therefore everyone’s responsibility to promote and maintain a safe and healthy working environment.
