The Fairbank and Kempner

Large, light and airy rooms retaining period 
features, both rooms are situated on the  
first floor of the main mansion and have  
large aspect windows which over look the  
front garden.

As the largest room on the first floor, the 
Ambler room incorporates a useful syndicate 
room for up to 8 people.

The Kell and Crossland

Situated on the ground floor of the modern 
annexe building, these suites have superb 
facilities and there own entrance with  
reception area.

The main Kell and Crossland rooms can 
accommodate up to 80 people in theatre style. 
Each room boasts state-of-the-art equipment 
and there are 7 additional syndicate rooms  
on the same floor.

Situated on the first floor of the mansion, these 
rooms retain period features and are ideal for 
breakout sessions or smaller meetings.

The Kell Suite is named after Robert Kell,  
the original owner of Heaton Mount who, in 
1864, had the building constructed for his 
private residence.

The Ambler room is named after John Ambler 
JP, who purchased Heaton Mount in 1889 for 
the sum of £9,750.

Conferencing and occasions

Getting here is easy 
By Road

Bradford is connected to national motorway networks via the M62 
and M606.

Our postcode for your sat nav is BD9 4JU (Keighley Road).

Directions from Bradford city centre; proceed along the A650 
(Manningham Lane/Keighley Road) towards Lister Park.  
Continue past Lister Park to the end of this road, continue straight 
through the traffic lights and the entrance to Bradford University 
School of Management/Heaton Mount is on the left hand side, 
immediately after the small retail unit. Heaton Mount sits at the 
top of the driveway.

By Rail

A regular train service from Leeds City Station to Bradford Forster 
Square calls at Frizinghall train station in Bradford. Heaton Mount 
is a 10 minute walk away. Alternatively Bradford Interchange is a 
short taxi ride away, approximately 2.5 miles. 

By Coach

An extensive coach service connects most parts of the UK to 
Bradford’s Travel Interchange.

By Bus 

Buses leave Bradford’s Travel Interchange at regular intervals, 
going along Manningham Lane. Our closest bus stop is on 
Keighley Road.

By Air

Leeds/Bradford International Airport is only 8 miles away.
