Higher Education Pay 2011/12
Further to circular HE 29/11, all higher education unions have now responded to the 2011/12 pay offer. All unions, except for Unite have agreed to note or accept the offer. Unite has stated that they are not in a position to note or accept the offer, but have agreed that the 2011/12 pay negotiations have concluded and that payment of the award should not be delayed further.
We understand that the University and Colleges Employer’s Association (UCEA) have written to all institutions outlining the position of all unions and requesting that they pay the award. In most cases, we expect the award will be paid in the January pay roll.

The award is a consolidated payment of £150 on all pay points. The award should be backdated to 1 August 2011.

A copy of the final settlement is attached along with a revised pay spine. Work will begin on updating pay information and on the other elements of the offer. We will keep branches updated with any developments.
